This article will focus on some secuiggues that are buzzing around the
internet today. | will try to give you some poirgdo keep you, and your bank ac-
count, out of trouble down the road.

Phishing Scams

The above word is pronounced ‘fishirgg,in ‘fishing for suckers’. The
4 ease at which individuals can create their own wwebsas led to a plethora of
Phony (again the ph that sounds like an ‘F’) walssihat simulate real websites —
right down to the logos on the pages. Here is homorks:

1. Somehow the ‘bad guys’ find your dradidress — maybe you are a
Bank of America customer or an eBay user — andagied a question in an open forum or you innocently
joined an online group. . . but somehow your emddress got matched up to a legitimate busineasn (|
going to use a real phishing email for example kel a VISA card)

2. The bad guys send you an emailishé¢signed to scare you into action. Your card ugesl in
an ATM in Hungary! We are protecting you, so hergaur chance to fix everything — click on thisklin
and verify your correct info.

3. You are concerned — after all youehOT been in Hungary — so ‘yikes!" — you betiritf
pronto! You click on the link and you are takeratgery legitimate looking website for VISA. It hafi-
cial fill-in-the-blank forms and you follow the itvactions to the letter and verify your identity giing
them your personal account numbers, Social Secouityber, bank routing, etc. You complete the form
and click Submit and breath a sigh of relief.

WRONG! You just unwittingly got scammed!

First of all — if a credit card compasyspects foul play — they call you on the phoreyTknow
your info already, your name, your phone numbeuyyamldress. They will NEVER send you an email.

Secondly — the email is never addressé&OU, using your name. It is always addresselddar
Visa Account Holder, or Dear eBay user, becausg d@he phishing for information. So, emails addrdsse
this general manner, urging you to verify your peed info are not to be trusted.

Finally — NEVER click on links in emaihd trust that the link is legitimate. Links can‘spoofed’.
If you just have to be sure that someone in HungaNOT using your VISA card, then CALL THE 800
phone number and speak to a customer representifityeel do online shopping and you want to check
your activity on eBay or Paypal, all you have toigltype in the internet address in your browseurrgelf —
don't trust the link — and that way you know youtiuatly went to the real Paypal, eBay, VISA, Bank of
America (the list here is endless) website.

Social Engineering

This type of scam harkens back to aefrom P.T. Barnum who said, “There’s a suckemnbor
every minute”. In this type of internet scam, a gag writes an email to you, that may or may nqiesp
to be legitimate (it really depends on the persskil§ with the English language). The ones writtgnNi-
gerians who claim to have a fortune that they caanoess for some ridiculous reason are easy to see
through — and you hit the delete key. But, theeeaafew that are REALLY THOUGHTFUL and you may

just be taken in. In these instances, there arrakwebsites you can check to see if a hoax rgheerpe-
trated, or you can always turn to Google — thecdeangine — and type in a few characteristic wnas
the email to determine if someone else has verthednfo.

My example for this type of scam iseamail that was sent to interpreters all over theldydoth
spoken and sign language interpreters. The letsrfiom a Bishop Asante Mensah, and he was coming
here for a church conference and wanted an intenpi@ his deaf wife. He offered to pay in advafwe
two weeks of work! Many people fell for this scammtil it became published on the internet. He would
send you a check and wait for you to cash it. Thenywould cancel your services and ask for a refwnd
using a wired transfer. With international bankprgctices taking time, HIS check would turn oub&bo-
gus and YOUR bank would ask for restitution. Butiypayment to him is wired, so he gets to keep the
money after all. This is a very truncated versibthe scam but you get the drift.

Mr. Thress, formally an interpreter, anogrently a
physician’s assistant offered much insight on stiais interpreters can use to convey accuratepetier-
tions during the first office visit. The implematibn of HIPAA (Health Insurance Portability and-Ac
countability Act — this affects access to patiesdlth information) has greatly impacted the fieldnedical
interpreting when acquiring information prior to assignment. The combination of Mr. Thress’ intetp
ing background and medical knowledge contributeghty to his presentation.

A colleague of mine, Karyn Haines, attenddw Middle East in ASworkshop presented by Dr.
Adan R. Penilla Il, and gained a wealth of knowlkedggarding Middle Eastern signs, history, anducalt
She and other participants felt this was an exthemgortant topic to address for both hearing dedf
individuals involved in the Interpreting professjam light of the current situation in this parttbe world.
This information, as far as Educational Interprgiigsconcerned, will prove to be very useful incdisses
including, but certainly not limited to, Governme@ultural issues, World Studies, Contemporary &oci
Problems, Religious Philosophy, etc.... Dr. Perslldackground and experience as an Interpreter, and
knowledge gained through his travels, made fouly informative presentation.
