Fird, I'd like to thank al of you who had written questions
or comments on this year’s form when you sent in your
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membership dues. | considered that input when | was sitting
at the computer (with Cindy Allen). Now, let’s go through
this from front to back, top to bottom.

The first change is the space for RID and NAD membership
numbers. Gone. Don't need them. Thought | did. | was
wrong. ‘Nuff said.

Next are the boxes for the phone numbers. Only one space
has been provided. This change is because today, most in-
formation travels through email. So please include only one
number where you can be contacted in the event that you do
not have access to the internet and information needs to
reach you somewhat quicker than snail mail.

Do you like the “dl seeing eye” at the bottom of the form?
That isareminder that there isinformation on the back to be
circled or filled out. Possibly, due to the drastic change of
the form last year, quite a few people failed to circle their
category on the back. Many a hair has been pulled out of my
head over the past year.

Moving on to the back of the form, you will notice new
membership fees. Although the numbers have increased for
our membership roster, the increased income from dues can
no longer cover the cost of keeping our organization run-
ning. So, based on a board decision, dues have been in-
creased by $5. Thus, PARID will be receiving $15 and dis-
trict chapterswill be paid the remainder.

Perusing down the page, you'll notice that two new parts
have been added. The first is the newdetter box. 1've
learned that some members opt for dual membership, but
still join additional district chapters for reasons such as re-
celving newdetters from those chapters or discounts when
attending workshopsin that area. For your convenience, this
category has been added to give you the ability to receive
newd etters from another district for anomina fee - to cover
postage. Just add on the newdetter fee to your dues and
write one check. Monies will be doled out to the appropriate
district chapters just like dual membership. Currently, this
option is only available for those of you who would like to
receive newdetters from NEPARID. Other digtricts will de-
cide if they want to add this option during the course of the
next membership year.

The fina notethat | have isnot the most pleasant news, but |
am hopeful that you will al forgive me in the end. At the
February, 2004 Board of Directors meeting, a motion was
approved that increased the Dual membership dues by $5 per
member. You will recall that when dual membership was
initiated, PARID took a 50% reduction in dues for al dud
members in the hopes that this would encourage people to
join both for the discounted rate. It has had that effect, but
has put a financial strain on the organization. We hope to be
able to provide at least five additional dollars of benefit to
you for your investment, and with this increase it is ill
cheaper to become a dual member than it isto join your dis-
trict chapter and the state affiliate chapter separately. There
isat least one other change to our membership form included
in thisissue, Nicky Stone recommended that al district chap-
ters devise a rate where members of other chapters could re-
celve a newdetter from any other digrict for a set fee per
year. To date only NEPARID has set their rate, but as other
chapters have the opportunity to vote on this proposal you
may see other chapters newdetters become available on the
membership form.

Inthisarticlel will tell you how you can save money before
going. | will touch on the following topics: How to get to
the conference, Where to stay, Food and Fun, and some mis-
cellaneoustips.

Conference Registration Fee: Two
words - Early Registration! PARID mem-
bers had the opportunity in past years to
register early under the reduced group rate.
Cost in 2003 was $250 (Chicago) and in
2001 it was $152 (Orlando).

How to get there: After you pay the registration fee for the
conference you will need to figure out how to get to San An-
tonio. What works for meislinking my credit card to my
frequent flier card. (Y ou don’t need to have flown before to
get afrequent flier number.) | buy my gas, groceries and
other things | would normally pay cash or write a check for
with my credit card. When the bill comes| pay it in full. By
doing this| get 100-200 air miles each month. | have also
set up my phone bill (long distance provider) to get air miles.
| get 5 miles for each dollar spent. When you have 25,000
miles you can get around trip ticket to anywherein the con-
tinental USA (this number istrue for most airlines). If you
don’t have enough miles, call and ask if the airlineis having
agpecial. Inthepagt | bought aticket to Californiafor
$200.00 plus 10,000 frequent flier miles. Another way to
use frequent flier milesis by having a family members get
the ticket for you by using their miles and putting the ticket
into your name. One word of caution - be prepared to call
early to make reservations and arrive early or stay late. The
earlier you call to get your ticket the better therates. You
can aways check the internet for great prices. Check with
the different airlines on-line or you can use one of the many
on-line services such as Orbitz.com, Travelocity.com, Expe-
diacom ... thelist goes on. The San Antonio airport codeis
SAT and it isserved by the following airlines:

Continental, American Airlines, Delta, Northwest Airlines
and United Airlines. (Roundtrip from Philly or Pittsburgh
runs around $300 - April 2004)

Whereto Stay: You have aready booked you flight. Now
you need a placeto stay. | have been to 3 conferences so far
and each time | have stayed at the conference site. It isvery
convenient. Itisaso agood ideato share aroom. Each time
| have gone | have shared aroom with my friends. In Florida
therewere 5 of usin asuite. We shared the cost of theroom
and food which | will discusslater. In San Antonio the con-
ference will be held at the 4-diamond Marriott Rivercenter,
with room rates starting at $129 for asingle and $174 for

four people sharing aroom. A seven-night stay, split among
4 friends would cost you $305* or $43* /night.
(*plustax - 16.75%)

Food: When | went to Boston, Orlando, and Chicago my
friends and | drove so we could bring munchies and alarge
cooler with us. San Antonio will mean flying for most, if not
all of us. Packing a cooler on aplaneisimpractica. What |
have done on other tripsis use a collapsible cooler that you
can stow in you luggage or use asacarry on. If you carry it
on the plane with you, you can bring cereal, peanut butter,
and other non-perishables, or just wait until you arrive at
your destination to purchase your food. Some hotels have
refrigerator rentals available for adaily rate. Don't forget
plastic utensils and serving pieces. When you arrive at the
hotel locate a grocery store to purchase
your milk, juice, or whatever else you
need and may want to keep in your
cooler. By doing thisyou can eat break-
fast and lunch in your room and save
money for other things that you want.

Other ideas. Thelast thing that | suggest isthat you start
saving now. If you put $20 a week in the bank before you
know it you will be on your way to the RID conference in

San Antonio. (May 2004 through June 2005 = 60 weeks X
$20 = $1,200 in savings.)

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Interpreter Leqgislation

*UPDATE* Many of you following the progress of what
we affectionately call “The Interpreter Bill” may be curious
about the latest developments. Although not much action
has been taken in the past few months, | will try to summa-
rize what | know.

Two hills have been written and have passed unanimoudy in
their respective legidative bodies: Senate Bill 297, spon-
sored by Senator Charles Lemmond (SB 297), and House
Bill 445 (HB 445), sponsored by Representative Jerry Nailor.
Although similar in content, they are not identical. SB 297
contains a more clear description of exceptions to the re-
quirements and is the choice of stakeholders in the field of
deafness and interpreting to support. Representative Nailor
gracioudly agreed to support the Senate Bill and work dili-
gently to get that bill to pass.

The next step was the referral of SB 297 to the appropriate
committee (where changes, amendments and more discus-
sion can occur). SB 297 was referred in October 2003, to the
House Professional Licensure Committee. Chairman Tho-
mas Gannon has expressed concerned about SB 297 and
therefore has been unwilling to offer the bill for considera
tion. His hesitation is due to information received from a
group (or groups) of lobbyists representing the medical pro-
fession who have shared their view that the passage of this
legidation would increase their costs.

Those who are know the Americans with Disabilities Act
(ADA), are already aware that medical offices have been re-
quired to provide communication access since 1990. There-
fore, | am uncertain as to how physicians fed this will cause
their feesto increase. The only logical conclusion that | can
make, is that they see this bill as a mandate to provide inter-
preters for their Deaf and hard of hearing patients! Have
they been out of compliance with ADA for al these years
and are fearful that now, someone will notice? An attempt to
meet with Representative Gannon to discuss this very issue
has been unsuccessful.

SB 297 ill awaits action by Representative Gannon. It can
stay in the Professional Licensure Committee until the end of
the year. However, those working in Harrisburg on our be-
half (Representative Nailor, and Dr, Jeffrey Weber, Deputy
Director for the Senate Policy Development and Research
Office) fed confident that it is just a matter of time before
we see the passage of SB 297 and qualification standards for
interpreters in the Commonwedalth. There will likely be
amendments made before a final version of the bill is passed
so keep checking the legidative web pages for updates.

On a related note, there have been many discussions, for-
mally and informally, about the Pennsylvania Department of
Labor and Industry’s view on SB 297. Mr. Steve Nasuti,
Executive Director of the Pennsylvania Office of Vocationd
Rehabilitation (OVR), has assured me and the Pennsylvania

Advisory Council for the Deaf and Hard of Hearing, that
while they have concerns (monetary and staffing) about the
program being administered within Labor and Industry/
OVR, they arein support of the intent of this bill and hopeto
see these standards implemented.

Understanding that PARID and PSAD have both expressed
strong support for this legidation, | encourage al to write or
e-mail Representative Gannon to encourage him to bring this
bill to the committee in the near future. Maybe, with luck,
by the time you read this version of PARID NEWS, it will
have been done! After dl, | don't think there is one inter-
preter in the Commonwealth who would say that the Desf
and hard of hearing consumers deserve to have anything less
than the best qualified for the job. Of course there are many
highly skilled and qualified interpreters who do not hold the
national certifications proposed in the bill. Of course there
are many interpreters who DO hold certification but are not
the best for aparticular job or consumer. Thislegidationisa
basdline. It shows that the professionas in the fidd of inter-
preting are concerned about the quality of our services.

| encourage dl who are not yet certified to work toward that
goal. If the passed ten years of discussion in this very news-
letter and during the PARID general membership meetings
has not been enough time to prepare, then start now and
move forward. In time, there will be requirements whether
they are in SB 297 or some other piece of legidation yet to
be developed. Plan on it!

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Proposed Bylaws Revisions
Spring 2004

Marc Holmes, CT

The Board of Directors has conducted areview of the organi-
zations Bylaws, and according to our standing rules we must
present these proposed revisions twice before they are
brought to a vote at our October meeting. Therefore, there-
visions are noted below for your review. If you have diffi-
culty understanding where these changes belong, you can
print a copy of both the current bylaws and the proposed re-
visions from the PARID website.

ARTICLE | Name: Pennsylvania Registry of Interpretersfor
the Deaf (PARID)

Justification: The current bylaws reads Pennsylvania State
Registry of Interpreters for the Deaf, but most people only
use the name without the word state. Thiswould bring our
bylawsin to the current usage of our name.

ARTICLE Il Section I, 2.

Add amembership category for District Chapters.
Justification: Thereisno current membership relationship
between PARID and thelocal Digrict Chaptersthat interact
with PARID and its members. Thiswould alow for the
codification of a number of different mattersimportant to
that relationship which are detailed later in these suggested
revisions.

ARTICLE I, Section I, 2.
Removal of the words (non-certified).
Justification: These words are redundant and unnecessary.

ARTICLE I, Section I, 2.

Addition of the text “except Supporting or Organizational.”
Justification: These words areimplied in the current text,
but it is better to detail it completely.

ARTICLE I, Section I, 3.

Addition of the text “and is a Student Member of RID, Inc.”
Justification: It is presumed that by becoming a Student
member of RID that the person is actively pursuing training
asaninterpreter or tranditerator.

ARTICLE I, Section I, 6.

Addition of the text “District Chapter Member: Any group
that has been approved by the Board of Directorsasalocal
District Chapter.”

Justification: Thistext defines who would be considered
Digtrict Chapter Members.

ARTICLE IIl, Section V.

Addition of thetext “Section V: Change of Membership
Category

A member who has a change of membership category shall
immediately be entitled to the privileges thereof. Beginning
with the next fiscal year, all dues, fees, and assessments for
that member shall be based on the new category.”
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Justification: Thereisnot currently any text in our bylaws to
handle a mid-year changein membership category. Thistext
istaken directly from another RID Affiliate chapter.

ARTICLE I, Section V1.
Addition of the text, “Section VI: Liabilities of Members

No previous, current, or past member of this organi-
zation shall be persondly liabletoits creditors for any in-
debtedness, or liahility, and any and all creditors shall ook
only to the assets of this organization for payment.”
Justification: Thereisnot currently any text in our bylaws to
shield members from any liability created by the Board.
Thistext istaken directly from another RID Affiliate chap-
ter.

ARTICLE V Officers, Section I, 1.

Addition of the text “In addition, the Immediate
Past President shall serve as amember of the Board of Direc-
tors for oneyear.”

Justification: Thereisa standard practicein Board
operations that an Immediate Past President position exists.
Newly el ected members of the PARID Board currently have
almost ayear where they can observe the Board functioning,
but this position would give them an added period where
they could benefit from the available expertise of the past
President.

ARTICLEV, Section |, 3.
Addition of text that reads: “Election and Commencement
of Office

A) The President, Recording Secretary, and Corre-
sponding Secretary shall be elected at a meeting of
the membership held in odd numbered years and
commence on July 1 of the following even num-
bered year.
Terms of office for Vice President and Treasurer
shall be elected at a meeting of the membership held
in even numbered years and commence on July 1 of
the following odd numbered year.”
Justification: Presently all members of the Board could have
their terms expire at the sametime. This state of affairs
could have a detrimental effect on the ability of the Board to
accomplish the business of the organization. By staggering
terms PARID will be able to provide more consigtent service
to the membership.

B)

ARTICLEV, Section |, 4.
Thisisarenumbering of the old Section I, 3. to Section I, 4.
if the previous addition is accepted.

ARTICLE V, Section |, 5. Duties
This section has subheadings for the duties of specific offi-
cers, but it isnot named.

ARTICLE YV, Section |, 5, A)
Addition of the text:

“A) All officers shal submit an article/report for publica-
tion in the quarterly newdetter and areport of their activities
in advance of every board meeting.”

Justification: Our newdletter is the primary communication
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between the Board and the membership. The only way that
the members know what is happening in their nameisfor
each Board member to be responsible for writing a brief re-
port/article for the newd etter.

ARTICLE YV, Section |, 5.
The remaining subheadings in this section will be renum-
bered if the recommended addition is approved.

ARTICLE V, Section |, 5, G) District Representative
Addition of the following text:

“G) Didtrict Representative

(1) Digrict Representatives shall keep the Board of Directors
advised of the activitiesin their respective districtsin ad-
vance of all regularly scheduled Board meetings.

(2) Digrict Representatives shall promote PARID asthe Af-
filiate Chapter of the Registry of Interpretersfor the Deaf
(RID) and encourage individual s within their didtrict to be
members of both PARID and RID.”

Justification: These are the duties of District Representa-
tives. At thistime, there isno standard requirements for
theseindividuals. The history of PARID issuch that in the
past there was a direct rel ationship between some of our dis-
trict chaptersand RID. Since the founding of PARID, that
direct relationship no longer exists. Some members are un-
der the mistaken impression that by being a member of alo-
cal district chapter, they are members of an affiliate chapter.

ARTICLE V, Section I, 5, H) Immediate Past President
Addition of the text:

“H) Immediate Past President
The Immediate Past President shall be an Ex Officio member
of the Board of Directors, and serves at the will of the duly
elected President of the organization. The Immediate Past
President shall provide mentoring and advice upon there-
quest of the President.”
Justification: These are the duties of the Immediate Past
President.

ARTICLE V, Section |11 Powers and Limitations
Addition of thetext “ Section I11: Powers and Limitations

1. Powers:

A) To prescribe officers powers and duties consistent with
the law, RID and these Bylaws.

B) To conduct, manage and control the affairs and business
of the affiliate chapter and to make rules and regulations con-
sistent with the law, RID, these Bylaws, and PARID’s Poli-
ciesand Procedures.

C) To borrow money or incur indebtedness within the law
for the purposes of the organization and for that purpose to
cause to be executed and delivered, in the organization’s
name, bonds, debentures, deeds of trust, mortgages, pledges
or other evidence of debts.

D) To establigh/abolish liaisons with other organizations.

2. Limitations: Board members shdl not concur-
rently serve as an dected officer on the National Board of
Directorsof RID.

Justification: Thereisno placein our current by-
laws where any powers or limitations are spelled out. This

enables members of the Board to do the business of the or-
ganization within the current rules of the organization . This
is standard practice in organizational bylaws.

ARTICLE VI, Section V: Ongoing Responsibilities
Addition of thetext, “Section V: Ongoing Responsibilities
1. Disgtrict chapters of this organization shall provide or co-
sponsor at least one CMP approved professional devel op-
ment event annually.

2. Didtrict chapters of this organization shall provide their
members with at least one newdletter annually. Copies of
this newdletter will be shared with all members of the Board
of Directors.

3. Disgtrict chapters of thisorganization shall provide adis-
counted price to all members of PARID for any sponsored
events

4. Digtrict chapters of this organization shall upon dissolu-
tion provide any remaining fundsto PARID.

5. Didtrict chapters of this organization shall remain as Dis-
trict Chapter’sin good standing according to the membership
guiddines contained in Article 111, Section I1-6.

Justification: Again these are duties of the Digtrict
Chapters. Since some of the district chapters predate
PARID, this codifies the relationship and defines responsi-
bilitiesto the state organization.

ARTICLE X
Changethe text to read “ Amendments to these By-Laws may
be passed at any regular meeting or by mail ballot, by a ma-
jority vote of a quorum of members providing such amend-
ments have been submitted to the By-Laws Committee for
review. Following timely review, the membership will be
notified of the proposed amendment at least 30 daysin ad-
vance of the scheduled voting.

Justification: The wording change here allows for
mail voting on bylaws amendments.

| dentity Theft Warning

Thereis adisturbing trend in identity theft impacting people
who use online auctions and payment services. Thieves are
now using a technique called phishing or spoofing to send
very convincing emailsto you, telling you to click on the link
in the email to update your security information. DO NOT
CLICK ON THE LINK! (An actual fraudulent email will be
posted on the PARID website for you to view. )

How do you know if an email is genuine or a spoof? If the
email isaddressed to - Dear eBay user OR Dear Paypal user -
it is fraudulent. Legitimate emails will be addressed using
your name. All online auction and payment services have
links on their websites that explain their concern over identity
theft. If you use any of these services, | advise you to take 10
minutes to go to their security pages and heed their advice. If
you use these services, by accessing them via their www
addresses - you won't be scammed. It isthat Smple.

An unsuspecting friend was sent the Paypal spoof, and she
followed their directions and submitted her credit card
information, resulting in fraudulent charges.

Have you Googled? This search engine has become the in-
dustry leader and is now so popular that google is a verb, as
in “1 googled you and discovered you're an interpreter for
the Deaf”. It has become MUCH more than a search engine
hereis a brief rundown on how to use the Google website to
track down all kinds of information.

Google as a Search tool: Thisiswhereit all began. Typein
www.google.com to go to the home page of Google. Google
will automatically rank its search results by popularity with
al users of Google. If you are searching for the name, Gal-
laudet - it not only returns al the sites using that name - it
also remembers which site searchers clicked on after per-
forming the search and will rank the most popular on the top
of the list. The site ranked #1 is the Gallaudet University
home page. But what if | was searching for information on
Thomas Hopkins Gallaudet? To search for a specific phrase
or name, you have to enclose the string of

words within double quotes. So you would

type the following: “Thomas Hopkins Gal-

laudet” and immediately find a treasure

trove of information on this man. This tip

works for many searches. Suppose you

wanted to find Cokely and Baker's ASL

books. They are commonly referred to by the nickname, “the
green books’. If you do a search without quotation marks
(the green books) you will not turn up the ASL books - but
rather books referring to gardening and the Green Party.
Now do the same search in quotes, “the green books’, and
the ASL books are #3 on the first page of search results. It is
also very helpful if you think of a string of words that would
narrow the search and bring you closer to the information
you were looking for; “the green books’ cokely will immedi-
ately bring you specific information regarding Cokdy and
Baker’ s books.

Google for Images. Did you ever wish you had a specific
picture of someone or something? When you go to www.
google.com it assumes you want to do a web search. You'll
also see the link Images - if you click on Images and enter a
search term, such as “Thomas Hopkins Gallaudet” it will re-
turn ‘hits’ and show you ‘thumbnail images of Gallaudet.
(Try “the green books’ and presto! there’ s MJlooking at yal)

Google for NewsGroups: Many people have never heard of
newsgroups. They have been around from the beginning of
the internet. Y ou used to have to subscribe to a newsgroup to
read posts (comments). Now you can google Groups and find
postings on a common topic. Suppose you are considering a
trip to San Antonio in the summer of 2005 - type “ San Anto-
nio” travel and you will find tips from experienced travelers.
Click on View: Complete Thread to see the conversation ex-
changes asthey occurred.
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Froogle for Shopping: This is a new service provided by
Google, currently in Beta stage, which means it is being
tested to get the bugs out. It will point you to internet sites
that sdll the product you are searching for AND show you
the price of the product. Look to the left and select the Grid
Display, which alows you to see 15 items and their pictures
on one page.

Google for News: Another relatively new service from
Google, NEWS, dlows you to search ALL news sites. Try
typing “sign language interpreter” to see what stories are in
the news - | found out that Phyllis Freich is back on Broad-
way again in the play, “Prymate” written by Mark Medoff,
who also wrote “Children of Lesser God”. Heather Toms,
plays an assistant/interpreter in the production.

Google for Definitions: Need a quick definition of a word?
Type: defineanyword and Google will deliver a veriety of
definitions, although if you need to hear the word pro-
nounced correctly www.mirriam-webster.com bests the
Google results.

Google for Traveling: Hereisaneat trick | just learned my-
sdf - Google can give you instant conditions a airports
(weather delays?) from the FAA and instant flight status
from the travelocity website. For airport
info type in the arport’s 3 letter code
followed by a space and the word air-
port: “PHL airport” brings up the www.
fly.faa.gov website with conditions listed
for the Philadelphia airport. Even more
specific, you can type in an airline name and flight number
and get an immediate report on its gatus. Try “US Air 43"
then click on ether the link to Travelocity or fboweb.com,
both return real-time news on the location and status of the
flight. (US Air 43 is a flight from Amsterdam to Philly that
my hubby just flew home on)

Google for Tracking Shipping: No need to go to the UPS,
FedEx or Post Office websites to track a shipment. Just type
in the number and Google will find it. This also works with
vehicle ID or VINS, bar codes, airline registrations and area
and zip codes (it will show you amap of the area).

The Google Toolbar: | have found this to be an indispensa
ble toal. | use the Google Browser Toolbar with my Internet
Explorer browser. It adds a Google search box into the menu
bar and allows me to initiate a search without having to go to
www.google.com first. You can see what it looks like and
read more about it a: http://toolbar.google.com. It isaso an
excdlent ‘pop-up’ ads stopper.

Wdl that ismy summary of all the ways you can use Google
to enhance your internet searches. As | was writing this the
news broke that the owners of Google are now going public
and its sock will be sold to the public sometime this summer
through a novel auction approach. For further news on this
topic you should of course - google ‘Google News for
“Google’! (Try saying that 3timesfast :-) STELLAR!!
