The work PARID has been doing 
is on track.  The PARID board plans to have a draft of bylaws and policy and procedure documents ready to share with the membership 
in March 2009.  These documents will then be discussed at the general membership meeting and feedback will be gathered.  We are on 
track to finish the transition in June 2010.

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Notice of Proposed PARID Bylaws Revision 
 

At the November 1, 2008, board meeting, The PARID Board approved Motion # 2008 – 28.  That the PARID board propose the 
following motion to the membership to amend its bylaws through a mail vote.  
 

Motion #2008 – 31.  To amend the PARID bylaws Article V, Section I, 1. by adding the following sentence at the end “In addi-
tion, the immediate past president may serve as a non-voting ex-officio member of the Board of Directors for one term.”  And, to 
amend Article V, Section I, 3. by adding the following:  “F.  Immediate Past President.  Serve in an ex-officio non-voting capac-
ity for one term, assist the president during the transition into office, serve as an advisor to the president and may assume special 
assignments as determined by the president, and may attend board meetings.” 
Rationale:  The Immediate Past President position will allow for a smooth transition and support for the incoming President.  
This addition will also make PARID’s bylaws more consistent with RID’s bylaws.
